Januibe Tejera

A brazilian composer (1979), Januibe Tejera is raised in the theater, environment which strongly influences his artistic thoughts and also enable him to begin his own compositional work, in an autodidactic way.

In 1999, he meets the composer Flávio Oliveira, who makes a great impression on him by his "renaissance" spirit. Decided to pursue a compositional study with this composer, he moves to Porto Alegre.  In this city, some fundamental personalities take part in his artistic education, becoming, at the same time, teachers and friends (Flávio Oliveira, Dirce Knijnik, Manfredo Schmiedt, Nelson de Magalhães and Ricardo Mitidieri) 

From 2001 on, his works begin to be performed at the most important festivals of his country, notably Campos de Jordão, Festival Música Nova and Bienal de Música Contemporânea Brasleira, and, more recently, also at European festivals as Royaumont and City of London.

His career has been recognized with scholarships, awards and commissions, as the 1º Prize from the XV Bienal de Música Brasileira Contemporanea, the 2º prize Franz Liszt (Weimar), the commission from the Caxias do Sul Orchestra, the commission from Ensemble Mutilatérale and the commission from Ensemble Modern. 

Being aware of the lack of space given to the contemporary music in Brazil, he creates in 2004 the Festival Contemporâneo, a festival that quickly emerged as one of the main festivals of its kind within the country.

Nowadays, Januibe Tejera lives in France, where he develops his compositional studies under the supervision of Gérard Pesson at the CNSMDP. Also, two of his comissions will be premiered at the 2009-2010 season, one of them by Ensemble Modern (Germany), and the other one by Ensemble Multilatérale (France). 

He continues to be the Festival Contemporâneo's Artistic Director (Porto Alegre, Brazil).
